Proposed Changes to the Constitution 
The executive of NRR would like to present the 

membership with a “Notice of Motion” to change and 

add to the NRR constitution.  The executive proposes the 

following changes: 

 

1. The objective of the club is: d. To hold functions for 

fundraising and an annual banquet for year-end 

awards for club members, their friends and family 

2. The objective of the NRR Drill Team is to 

promote NRR in a positive manner while 

increasing membership and awareness, as well as 

increasing sponsorship to preserve the club. 
3. Membership fees may be changed as required at the 

discretion of the directors. (Amended to remove ñA 

discount of $5 per membership will be given if 

memberships are purchased at the Annual 

General Meeting.ò) 

4. All participants in any club events must have a 

current, valid club membership. 

5. Membership in NRR may be terminated by the 

Executive Committee for cause detrimental to the 

interest of NRR, its objectives and harmonious 

relationship of its members as determined by the 

Executive Committee. 

6. General privileges and responsibilities of 

members are as follows: 

a. While in good standing, members have equal 

rights, interests and responsibilities with 

respect to NRR and its property. 

b. Members shall abide by all rules and 

regulations of NRR and decisions or actions 

of the Executive Committee. 

c. Members have the right to vote by personal 

attendance at open membership meetings, of 

which the executive will have a minimum of 

three per year. 

d. Members have the right to hold office and 

committee assignments, except as otherwise 

limited. 

e. ñMembership in good standingò means an 
individual has paid the requisite membership 

fee and is not under current suspension by 

the Executive Committee. 

 

 

 

 

 

7. No person shall treat any horse in a cruel or 

inhumane manner, as determined and reviewed 

by the board of directors.  Violation of this rule 

will result in termination of NRR membership. 

8. The directors of the club will be elected at the AGM.  

The Board of Directors will consist of no less than 

eight elected directors whom are paid up members.  

Individual direct votes will be held for the voting 

positions of: 

a. President 

b. Vice President 

c. Secretary 

d. Treasurer 

e. Membership 

f. Sponsorship and Advertising 

g. Promotion and Publicity 

h. Show Director 

i. Trail Ride and Special Events  

j. Drill Team  

k. Banquet  

l. Youth advisor 

m. Youth Representatives – English 

performance, Western performance, Speed 

Events, Trail Ride, Drill Team 

9.  Any individual holding a current, valid club 

membership is eligible to run for an Executive 

position at the Annual General Meeting (AGM).  
To qualify for the position of President, the 

candidate must have been a member in good 

standing of the club within the past five years. 

10. 10. A term consists of one calendar year, from 

February 1
st
 to the following January 31

st
. 

11. To enable the Executive Committee to properly 

function, each director is required to attend all 

meetings and upon three consecutive absences a 

member is automatically removed without 

further action.  The vacant position may be filled 

by any eligible club member.  (reworded) 

12. The Show Director will book judges. 

13. The Banquet Director will arrange for a fall 

awards banquet and book the hall for the awards 

banquet.
